The best time to see cherry blossoms at their “peak” in Washington, D.C. is most 

typically around the last week of March through the first week of April and should be even 

more enjoyable, with time to view the colors of the season and to enjoy the food that our 

staff has planned.   

 

The history of these Cherry Blossoms dates to 

1912 when the city received a gift of 3,000 colorful 

trees from the Mayor of Tokyo; to reciprocate, the 

city gave him flowering Dogwood Trees.  By 1935 

the trees fully bloomed, eventually becoming DC’s 

most popular Springtime event with its spectacular 

pink blossoms and typically lovely Spring weather. 

 

While our tours to the Nation’s Capital have 

remained popular during the years, this three-day 

tour package should be even more enjoyable, with 

time to view the colors of the season, the 

upgraded meal selections and the activities we have planned.  

 

Great food has been a “hallmark” for our sixty-one years, and this tour is no different.  

Meals include popular restaurants such as dinner in the Famous Old Town Alexandria 

Fish Market and, another evening, one of the traditions our passengers have come to 

expect, Tony and Joes. This waterfront restaurant along the boardwalk, with its patio bar, 

allows dining with stunning views of the Kennedy Center and Key Bridge (aka The Francis 

Scott Key Bridge) that connects Georgetown and Washington D.C. to the Commonwealth 

of Virginia.   

 

Not only will you receive fantastic meals, but you will also see some awe-inspiring places! 
A step-on guide will join our group and show us the amazing monuments dedicated to 
famed Presidents and Heroes of our Country. 
 
Prior to our departure for home, we have included a tram ticket to Arlington National 
Cemetery, where over 400,000 servicemen and women have been laid to rest since 1864. 
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While we are here, you may just catch the changing of the guard ceremony, or see the 
eternal flame lit for President John F. Kennedy.   
 
After our visit, we may just make time to stop at one of the 21 museums that make up the 
Smithsonian Institution.
