Tuesday – We’ll board Riverboat Twilight in nearby LeClaire 
and set sail as Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn did. There 
will be a breakfast, entertainment, a morning snack, lunch, mid-
afternoon snack, riverboat bingo and dinner . . . you get the 
idea, no one will ever “go hungry”! The Twilight is an elegant 
and quiet vessel as she cruises 166 miles through the water to 
our destination. The vessel is one of the most richly-appointed 
riverboats in a hundred years, featuring three decks with Victorian Steamboat Architecture, 
both inside and out.  There are comfortable dining salons and sun decks with lounge chairs 
to sightsee or to “catch a snooze” in the sun. This evening, we will be staying in Dubuque, 
home to the Diamond Jo Casino and the Stone Cliff Winery.          
 
Wednesday – Take the shuttle to the Mississippi River Museum, 4th Street Elevator and/or 
the Cable Car Square Shopping District before we travel southbound to LeClaire. You’ll be 
hearing a narration as we cruise, along with an explanation of locking through on the river.
