Salem is a coastal city, steeped in history, on the North Shore of Greater Boston. The city has
earned a reputation due to its connection to witchcraft,which is why we depart as Halloween ap-
proaches. The infamous Salem Witch Trials began during the spring of 1692, after a group of
young girls claimed to be possessed by the Devil and accused several local women of witchcraft.
